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The Issues on syllable-dividing marks
in Chinese Pinyin

XU Guoyu

The rule for syllable-dividing marks in Hanyu Pinyin scheme
was formulated to avoid confusion about the boundaries of Chinese
polysyllabic words. The practice of Chinese Pinyin for more than half a
century has proved that this rule has been playing an important role in
avoiding confusion over the boundaries of Chinese polysyllabic words.
Though this is an undeniable fact, there are a lot of controversy among
scholars about this rule, such as the theory of uselessness, the theory of
moderate revision, the theory of expanding the scope of use, and so on.
This paper argues that not only syllable-dividing marks should not be
abolished, but should also be further expanded. Using syllable-dividing
marks is a good alternative to the Hanyu Pinyin scheme. To this end,

two new rules are proposed in this paper.
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
